Student Services

time job, managing children, or honoring military 
obligations.

Because of the additional responsibilities held 
by nontraditional students, Illinois State has created
Nontraditional Student Services, a part of Off-
Campus and Nontraditional Student Services, offered
through the Dean of Students Office, to provide 
support and services that help enhance the student
experience at the University.
